Stems and Stalks

Stems and stalks hold up plants and give them shape.
They also hold the plumbing system of the plant. Water and
nutrients are sucked out of the soil by the roots. Then they
are sent up to the leaves through tiny pipes, called xylem (ZY-
luhm). Some water is lost through tiny pores in the stem and
leaves called stomata (stoh-MAH-tuh). As the plant matures,
or grows older, the stems grow longer and bigger around.

Over time, the outside of the stem becomes rough and
thick, like bark. This helps to protect the plant. Many plants
can grow spikes or thorns. These help keep the plants from
being eaten by animals.

Epidermis separates the stem
from the outside world, keeping
water in and diseases out.

Leaves

Leaves are the most obvious part of
plants and trees. They provide shade for us
on hot days. Leaves are pleasant to look at.
They also have an important job. Inside the
leaves is where all the business of making
food for the plant takes place.

This depends on the weather where
they are found. The leaves have adapted to
the climate over time. Leaves on pine trees
are called needles. Leaves on palm trees
are called fronds.
